They have
also competently demonstrated the following tasks as per the manufacturer’'s operating instructions and
company procedures:

-Completed site inspections/checklist.
-Prepared telehandler for operation.
-Completed pre-operational checklists.
-Operated telehandler on a worksite.
-Carried our daily maintenance.
-Reported and took action for any faults.
